The DRIVE Act

As Passed by the Senate: Uncertainties:

TTP Funding Increase

AUnder Map — 21 TTP remained at $450 million per year

A DRIVE Act will have $465 Million in 2016

AWith a $10 million per year increase each year after that
AMaximum amount in 2021 at $515 million

ABIA Admin. Cost allowance (PM & O) is reduced from 6% to 5%
